This is a juried arts festival 

and artists will be accepted pending qualifications on a first-come first-served basis.  

 

In addition to the wonderfully handcrafted wares available from area artists, the festival will 

include a silent auction, a student art contest, live music, demonstrations, food vendors, 

strolling entertainers and more.

Standards & Rules 
 

 All booths are assigned by the Arts Festival committee. Each artist must have his/her own booth. 

Sharing of booth space is not permitted. No ready-to-consume food or beverages may be sold 

by artists. All booths must be completely dismantled and removed from the festival site by  

7:00 pm on Saturday, June 5, 2010.  

 Artists are provided space only and are responsible for set-up and dismantling as well as 

providing all booth structures including but not limited to tables, chairs, canopies, signage, etc. 

Artists MUST have a canopy/overhead covering. Single booth dimension is 10’x10’, including any 

stakes or tent poles; you cannot extend beyond your assigned space(s). Electricity is available at 

no additional fee IF you request it on your application form.  Artist is responsible for providing a 

minimum 50’ outdoor heavy duty electrical cord if electricity is required. 

 Artists are solely responsible for collecting their sales and all applicable sales tax and remitting 

such to the state of Texas. 

 Items sold MUST be the original work of the artist and as entered to jury.  Any willful violation or 

misrepresentation regarding the work as defined in our rules will result in forfeiture of space 

immediately. 

 This is an outdoor event. Spaces are on roadway. All tents/canopies must be secured or 

anchored (with sandbags, tie-downs, etc.) to prevent them from blowing over into adjoining 

artist booths. 

 You will receive notification of your booth space number upon check-in at the festival site. There 

is no guarantee you will receive a requested space or that you will have the same space as in a 

prior year.  

 Booth set up time is: Saturday, June 5, 2010 from 7:00 am – 10:00 am. If you are not set up by 

10:00 am on Saturday your space may be reassigned. Artists will be allowed to drive their 

vehicles as close to the booth area as possible for loading and unloading during set-up and 

breakdown times ONLY. 

 Please note that the Arts Festival hours are Friday, June 4, 2010, 7:00 pm – midnight and 

Saturday, June 5, 2010, 10:00 am – midnight. However, ŀǊǘƛǎǘǎΩ booths are open SATURDAY 

ONLY for the following hours:  Saturday, June 5, 2010, 10:00 am ς 6:00 pm. Booths are 

required to be open and attended during these show hours. Festival continues rain or shine. 

There will be no refunds due to inclement weather.  

 Silent Auction: All artists are required to donate an item (value of donated item must be 

comparable to artist’s other pieces available in booth) to the Historic Mansfield Arts Festival 

2010 Silent Auction. Monies raised from this event are used to further promote interest in the 

Historic Mansfield area. Festival staff will come by your booth at 10:00 am on Saturday to collect 

your auction donation.

Refunds 

 An application is a commitment to participate. Application checks will not be processed until the 

artist is accepted into the show. A $25 handling fee will be charged for all returned checks. 

Notification of acceptance will be made by email. If not juried into the festival, the booth fee 

check will be returned.  Cancellation refunds will be made according to these specific guidelines: 

All cancellations MUST be made in writing. If you cancel in writing prior to May 1, 2010 you will 

receive a refund equal to 50% of your total booth fee. Refunds for any reason will not be made 

after this date.  

Digital Images 

 A minimum of 3 images of your work and 1 image of your display booth must accompany your 

application. Images must accurately represent work and represent what the artist will be 

displaying. You may send hi-resolution JPEG or TIF formatted images either by email to: 

historicmansfield@gmail.com or on CD with application. Label each image with artist’s name. 

Applications without required images will NOT be accepted. 

Late Application 

 Applications received after deadline of April 19, 2010 will be considered subject to availability. 

Booth space after this date is: $95 per 10’x10’ booth. NO EXCEPTIONS.
